Operating from pavement level
with a walkway to the main
building this project will help
those visitors to the Club who
sometimes find the steps to the
main entrance a struggle. In
addition to the access
improvement to the outside of
the Club we have also installed
two new wheelchair lifts from
reception.

These lifts have been installed as a
result of support from both the Army

Central Fund and Army Benevolent
Fund for which we are very grateful.

These improvements will allow all our
members better access to the Club and
will ensure they can take full advantage
of the facilities we offer. We will

continue to look at ways in which the
Club can improve and really appreciate
any feedback you are able to provide.

Continuing with the improvements to
the Club during the summer an
assisted room (with a wet room) was
completed. This is an ideal facility for
members and guest who find a bath not
easy to access. Our family rooms have
also all been refurbished with TV and

We have replaced all the old radiators
in the bedrooms and have installed new
pumps to maximise their efficiency just
ahead of the colder months.

On a more industrial note
we have also upgraded the Gascoigne
prep-kitchen which will allow us to
improve our service to guests in the
Gascoigne Room.
